	Behavioral/Emotional Indicators

	· Unexplained bruises/welts

· On face, lips, mouth, torso, back, buttocks, thighs

· In various stages of healing

· Unexplained burns

· Cigar, cigarette burns (especially on soles of feet, palms, back, or buttocks)

· Immersion burns (sock-like, glove-like on buttocks or genitalia)

· Pattern burns (electrical burner, iron, etc)

· Internal injuries

· Unexplained fractures/dislocations

· Unexplained lacerations or abrasions

· Head injuries

· Absence of hair (due to hair pulling)
	· Obvious attempts to hid bruises or injuries

· Inappropriate clothing relative to weather

· Excessive school absenteeism

· Fearful of parents or adults

· Appears frightened and apprehensive of caretakers

· Running away

· Arriving to school early/leaving late

· Behavioral extremes (extremely aggressive, oppositional, demanding, OR overly compliant, passive, witdrawn)

· Academic/Behavioral problems at school

· Cognitive impairment

· Deficits in speech and language

· Hyperactivity, impulsivity

· Lack of basic trust in others

· Depression, low self esteem

· Destructive behavior

· Suicidal tendencies

· Fatigue, consistently tired
